Nutrition Education for the Public

Dear

Thank you for your interest in the Nutrition Education for the Public (NEP) Student FNCE Scholarship.  Details about the scholarship are outlined below and an application form is attached.  The NEP Student FNCE Scholarship is designed to enable an undergraduate or graduate student in the field of dietetics/nutrition or a dietetic intern/AP4 student to attend the annual ADA meeting, Food & Nutrition Conference & Expo (FNCE).  The goal of the scholarship is to foster mentoring of future leaders with special interest in  nutrition education for the public and consumers.  Inspiring and motivating students to share the expertise of mentors serves as a bridge to the future of the profession.  The ADA FNCE meeting provides an excellent opportunity for the student to be exposed to the various fields of practice in nutrition education.  Through the participation and visibility of NEP at FNCE, the scholarship recipient will receive special insight into the mission and initiatives of NEP and ADA.

Qualification criteria for students:
· Students must be enrolled in programs which are Accredited or Approved by the CADE.

· The student must be a “student” member of NEP & ADA 

· The student must NOT be credentialed as a Registered Dietitian by the Commission on Dietetic Registration, at the time of application

· The recipient must be eligible for the “student registration category at the time of attendance at the FNCE.  (Students who have completed a dietetic internship or other CADE approved supervised practice program and are eligible for “Active” membership in the ADA do not qualify for this scholarship).

· The scholarship recipient must attend FNCE in the year in which the scholarship is awarded to receive these funds.

Application procedure:
· The student must complete the application form available from the Membership Committee Chair or available through the NEP Web site. 

· The student will submit a one page (double-spaced) paper addressing the following questions (be as specific as possible):

· What are your career goals?

· How will attending the FNCE help you to accomplish these goals?

· What programs and activities do you plan to attend and why?

· How would you describe your interest in the field of nutrition education?

· What role do you foresee NEP playing in your career goals?

· A letter of recommendation must accompany the application.  This letter can be submitted by a faculty member from the applicant’s current program or a NEP member who is familiar with the student’s activities.

· The student’s letter, letter of recommendation and the fully completed application form must be received by the application deadline.  The application must be submitted electronically to the Chair by the deadline date.

· Recipients will be notified within 20 days of the application deadline.

After attending the conference:

Within 30 days of attending the FNCE, the student will submit the following to the NEP Membership Chair:

· Verification of attendance at FNCE

· A summary of a nutrition education session attended at FNCE
