Meeting to order at 5:05 pm
Kathy Backes acted as timekeeper
1. Acceptance of Minutes
Kathy Backes motioned to accept the 11/3/09 minutes.  Sylvia Gaboriault seconded, all board members were in agreement.

2. President’s Report – Sylvia Geiger
-Strategic Planning Meeting -VDA has received ADA grant that will pay for facilitator.  4/7 & 4/8* chosen as dates for meeting.  Additional costs (food, location) of meeting discussed which may be $500-600; there is $250 in budget.  Desiree to inquire about the Williston Fire Dept. as a free space.  Potential that we may have to dip into savings to cover expenses, no vote required at this time as true expenses are not yet known.  An E-Blast and particular name references to Sylvia Geiger were recommended for recruiting non-board members and especially Southern VT members to the meeting.  May want to consider changing April 6th board meeting date.

* 4/8 & 4/9 were the discussed dates at the Board meeting, the actual dates for the strategic planning meeting will be 4/7 & 4/8 – change is due to error in facilitator availability.
-Menu Labeling Bill – Being introduced to VT Senate 1/12. Group discussed importance of VDA backing, cooperating with the American Heart Association, especially since 78% of general population is in favor.  Similar bill has been introduced for at least the past 3-4 years. There is also a similar National bill.  ADA says “OK” to support locally, but that consumers also need supporting nutrition education.  Sylvia Geiger and Susan Coburn have education materials regarding the bill they can share with the Board, especially in case of call for RD testimony. Consider sharing information via website and/or Facebook.
-Copher Award – VDA nomination for Rachel Johnson is due 3/1/10.  Sylvia Geiger has gotten 5 supporting organizations to sponsor nomination.  Sylvia looking for input on VDA’s letter of nomination.  

-Service Initiative – discussed the 1/3/10 event at Chittenden Emergency Food Shelf as an “eye opener”.  Group decided to aim for another event, perhaps in Central VT – Sylvia Gaboriault to organize.  Sylvia Geiger proposed that VDA sponsor Jr. Iron Chef competition on 3/27/10 (a VT Feed program).  Fits within service initiatives as it promotes local foods and child nutrition.  May cost approx $250 for minimum level of donation.  Jill Goodroe to forward the Board the sponsorship application.   Hope that VDA member may be able to serve as a judge.  The Board also discussed participating in the COTS Walk in May.
-Mentoring Program – Syliva Geiger passed around sign-up sheet for names of those interested in being mentors for undergrad UVM students.  Marcia Bristow to discuss establishing this program with Leslie Langevin at UVM.

3. Blue Print Committee – Sylvia Gaboriault

-The report was presented and discussed.  There was a review of what the Patient Centered Medical Home concept is and what the role of the Health Coach vs. the RD should be.  Also, that health plans, especially in regards to nutritional care, should be evidenced based.  Sylvia Geiger plans to update ADA on what we are doing and gain additional resources from them.

VDA’s full slate of candidates was reviewed.  Desiree moved to accept the slate of candidates.  All present were in favor.  Plan to use Survey Monkey for voting which allows one vote per computer.

-Legislative Day at the VT Statehouse is scheduled for Thur. 3/11/10.  Amy has written proclamation letter for RD Day to be signed by the Governor.  Jean Kennedy has arranged introduction of RDs to the legislative session that day.  Amy discussed that we should have a more specific message and “wants” than in years past, such as: 1. RD role in VT healthcare reform including RD effectiveness, 2. Restaurant labeling.  Teaching tools to consider using include the AHA quiz, a professional display board (?borrow from FAHC), clips of our service initiatives, a “briefing” sheet for RDs present.  The official agenda for legislative day is going to be decided at next Board meeting.
