Meeting to order at 5:10 pm
Jill Goodroe acted as timekeeper
1. Acceptance of Minutes
Molly Holland motioned to accept the 1/12/10 minutes.  Desiree seconded, all board members were in agreement.

2. President’s Report – Sylvia Geiger
-Strategic Planning Meeting -  Dates are 4/7 (full day) & 4/8/10 (1/2 day). Facilitator has survey for members to complete which was sent via email for the Board to review.  All Board members present approved survey to send to members and agreed to also send to non-members.  Sylvia mentioned that the Facilitator suggested inviting other key professionals to the meeting.  Location for the meeting was discussed – Williston Police Station is still a possibility, if not, Deana may have access to a room in her condo complex.
-Restaurant Labeling Bill – Sylvia Geiger met with AHA rep. and Senators Racine and Mullen from the Health & Welfare Committee.  They discussed the Bill, citing recent studies in support of labeling.  Sylvia brought some of those articles to share with the Board (see attachment #1).  The Committee plans to take on the Bill and also present to the Restaurant Association.  It was mentioned that the Center for Science in the Public Interest has lots of info on their website.  Sylvia Geiger is going to Montpelier on 2/17 to testify to the Committee with the AHA and Cancer Association.  AHA may soon send out another action alert – Sylvia asked that Board members respond.
-Copher Award – The application was reviewed to nominate Rachel Johnson.  Impressive letters of recommendation are included and she mentioned how Jane Ross played a very important role in writing the letter.  The Board should know by April if Rachel will be the recipient of the Award.

-Jr. Iron Chef Competition – We’ve paid the fee and the event is scheduled for 3/27/10.  Board discussed having a laptop present to do nutrient analysis of recipes.  Molly’s UVM students may be able to help.  Jill and Amy Malinowski may be available to help Deana coordinate VDAs booth.

-Initiative on Prevention of Obesity – Invitation has been received to attend the State’s Attorney General’s meeting on obesity prevention.  Sylvia Geiger will be attending 2/17/10 to represent VDA.  Our involvement should be publicized.   Sylvia also discussed how VDA should play an active role in Michelle Obama’s obesity initiative and this may fall under our service initiative.  Member involvement should be publicized, at least, on the website and Faceboook.  Deana is receptive to member information -she may put together a media packet to assist members in doing publicity.
3. ADAF  - Sylvia Geiger reported for Emily Nicolai that she is requesting donations for the silent auction to be held at the annual VDA meeting. 

4. Medical Home Subcommittee – Sylvia Gaboriault
 The committee is further refining referral (RD vs. community health team) criteria – this may be diagnosis based for chronic adult conditions.  Some diagnoses will have 1st intervention with health team and if no success – then referral to RD.  Hopes are that the criteria can be finalized within the next month and presented to key people at the VT Blueprint for Health.  It was discussed how Blueprint information would be helpful to have at the State Legislative Day.
5. Board Elections – Molly Holland 
Mentioned that Susan Coburn is to do a Survey Monkey for the Board election – this has not yet gone out.  Election is scheduled to close on 3/3.

6. State Legislative Day – 
Sylvia Geiger led discussion on organizing this day.  Handouts/information to have that day include: Blueprint info, Menu Labeling, Obesity initiative.  Members should contact Amy Tuller if they can attend, and Sylvia will work with Amy Tuller to get info on details for the day out to the Board.
7. Public & State Policy –

Sylvia Geiger mentioned that the Public Policy and the State Policy Rep positions will be open for the upcoming year and she is looking for members who would like to serve on these positions.  Board members should let Sylvia know if they are or if they know someone who is interested.
