Shared the results of the latest RFP’s.   Upon review, we felt that Rick Hall had the best qualifications to meet our specific needs.

Jill will contact Rick and let him know he has been awarded the contract and will give him the timelines.  Goal is to have the Website up and running by VDA Annual Meeting. 

Website financials report from Alyssa: We have several accounts.  We have 2 CD’s from KeyBank worth about $13,000 - $14,000 combined that has been sitting collecting interest.  These accounts have not been touched… they are considered real reserves.  We have a checking account through Citizens Bank along with a money market account and a second money market account, which is the Betsy Hiser scholarship account.  We had $13,000 and change in the non-scholarship money market account at Citizens, from which $7,000 will be transferred into the checking account to cover website expenses, leaving about $6,000 in the account.  The Betsy Hiser fund has about $2,800 in it. 

11. PR/Media Representative Report:  Jill Goodroe
National Dietitian Day:  Governor Proclaimed National Dietitian Day.  Jill shared the press release.  The media did not pick up the story however which was disappointing.
